Parent Support Liaison
parents@aacinstitute.org
Set up:

Print the conversation support stickers on 1 inch labels.  Insert the stickers into drink bottle lids (gallon milk jugs are good) with a bit of felt on the back.   Use a piece of foam core board with hook Velcro on it as a base.   If desired, also add pictures of various interesting activities to the choices a student may select.

Goal:

The goal of this activity is to put words together in proper order, and then to use the resulting sentence as a support to say the words in order on the AAC system.  This activity is designed for a student who can read sight words, can say individual words on the AAC system, but struggles with proper word order when making a sentence.

How to do it:

The student will choose a picture of an activity he or she wants to talk about(optional).  The student will then select the words of the sentence from the available drink bottle lids, and Velcro them into place on the foam core board.   Once the words are selected and in place, the adult will read them slowly as the student decides if the words make sense in that order.   After proper word order is achieved, the student can be supported to find each of the words in order on the AAC system.

With the supports, the student can practice having a conversation about things they like or don’t like, and things you like or don’t like.  From my own experience, you’ll be amazed how much having the visual supports can help the student to interact using proper word order for asking and answering questions.
