Photosynthesis activity
Designed at the AAC Institute Symposium 2007

Photosynthesis is a science concept that often involves complex vocabulary words that are not used often.  The challenge for students who use AAC is to find ways to explain their understanding of the process while using words that the student my already know or can use in many other situations.
The target words from this group activity are shown below on cards that can be used for sequencing activities, making a word web to describe the process or as reminders of the words available on the AAC system to explain the process.  

Teachers can write their tests in such a way to allow the student to answer using the target words.  For example: What is photosynthesis?  answer: How plants make food.

Teachers may wish to pick and choose from the options on the target words sheet, selecting the number of targets based on the skills and needs of the individual. In addition to providing a list of target words to describe photosynthesis,  these cards can also be used to reinforce sequencing concepts.
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
