ALS: Myths and Realities

Rachel Harkawik, M.A. CCC-SLP, Debbie Witkowski, M.S. CCC-SLP
This workshop will serve to identify the myths associated with the use of AAC with Amyotrophic lateral Sclerosis patients as well as to provide evidence-based solutions for assessment and intervention.  Focus will be given to language representation methods and access options and how they are impacted by the progressive nature of ALS.  
AAC Options in Skilled Nursing and Hospitals
